Children's Ministry Pagers 


One hundred pagers were purchased three years ago, now only have about 51.  Thirty-one have 
been lost/unreturned.

Newcomer’s Class


Pastor Bruce shared about a class to help new folks get connected within the life of Reynolda.  This 
class would meet for three weeks and would give newcomers information about Reynolda, similar to 
Starting Point, but will focus on specific ministries and areas where folks can get plugged in.  He 
will have different staff and ministry area leaders come and speak for about 15 minutes so 
folks can meet them and learn more about their area of ministry.  This class will be held three times 
a year, in January, May and September.
